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1. Introduction 
 

  
 

 A 64 bit host system is required! 

 

 A dedicated network interface is required for the Surf-LAN. 

 

 The system has to be permanently online because the license 

has to be synchronized periodically with the licensing server. 

 

 Virtualization at locations with more than 50 concurrent users 

is not recommended! 

 

 The Advanced Web Filter may cause negative side effects 

within the virtual machine and is therefore unsupported in 

virtual environments! 
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2. Configure Network Devices 
Start XenCenter and establish a connection to the XenServer. As soon as you are connected to the 
XenServer, the following window appears. 
 

 
 
First of all we need to configure the network cards. We need one network device for the SurfLan and one 

for the OfficeLan. Click on the XenServer and switch to the tab Network.  
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Here you will see the network devices of the XenServer. We need one network device for the SurfLan and 
one for the OfficeLan. In this example we will use Network 1 for OfficeLan and Network 2 for SurfLan. 
Select the network device you want to use and click on Properties. 
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A new window will appear where you enter a name for the selected network device. In this example, 
Network 1 is used for OfficeLan and named accordingly. 
Then click "OK" to save the settings. 
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Also rename a second network device, which will be used for SurfLan. In this example, Network 2 is used as 
SurfLan and named accordingly. Then click "OK" to save the settings. 
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You should now have an OfficeLan network device and a SurfLan network device on XenServer. The 
network device configuration is finished now. 
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3. Create virtual machine 
 

 
 
Now we can create a new virtual machine. Therefore click on “VM” and then “New VM...” on the taskbar 

at the top. A new window opens.  
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3.1 Choose VM template 

 

 
 
Choose an "Other install media" as template and click on "Next" to continue.  
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3.2 Name of the virtual machine 

 

 
 
Enter a name for your virtual machine. Alternatively, you can also add a description in the "Description" 

field. Then click on "Next".  
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3.3 Select Installation Media 

3.3.1 Installation from CD 
 

 
 
Now select "Install from ISO library or DVD drive:" and then "DVD drive on xenserver" as installation 

media. For this installation type, the IACBOX software CD must be inserted in the CD drive of the XEN 

Server. To continue, click on "Next".  
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3.3.2 Installation from ISO library 
 

 
 
To start the installation from an ISO image, you must create a new ISO library first. Therefore click on "New 
ISO library ...". A new window opens. 
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Now select “Windows File Sharing (CIFS)” as ISO library and confirm by clicking on “Next”. 
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Choose a name for the ISO library and enter the path name to the ISO File (\\ IP - address of the server 
(1.2.3.4) \ directory name in which the ISO file is located). If you need to authenticate to get access to the 
server on which the ISO File is, activate “Use different user name” and enter your user data (username, 
password) in the appropriate fields (User name, Password). 
Then click „Finish” to create the library. 
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You get back to the previous window. But now you can select the IAC-BOX ISO image at “LXPRO-Install” for 
installation. To continue, click on "Next". 
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3.4 Select Home Server 

 

 
 
Confirm the settings in this window by clicking on „Next“.  
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3.5 CPU & Memory settings 

 

 
 
As Number of vCPUs select 1. For the Memory, select at least 1024MB.  
Click on “Next” to continue. 
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3.6 Configure storage for the VM 

 

 
 
Here you konfigure the size of the virtual disk for your virtual machine. Click on "Add" to add a new virtual 
disk. 
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A new window "Add Virtual Disk" opens. Here you enter a name for the virtual disk and configure the size 
to at least 40GB. Alternatively, you can enter a description in the “Description” field.  
Then click on "Add". 
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The virtual disk you just created should be visible now. To continue, click on "Next".1  
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3.7 Networking 

 

 
 
Here we see the available networks. For IACBOX we need two networks, one for OffcieLan and one for 
SurfLan. Redundant networks (as in this example, Network 0) can be deleted. Select a network and click on 
"Properties". A new window will open. 
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Here you can assign a network device to a network. Assing one network device to the OfficeLan and one to 
the SurfLan. 
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The Networking settings should look similar to the settings on the picture above. One network OfficeLan 
and one network SurfLan. To continue klick on „Next”. 
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3.8 Finish the installation 

 

 
 
Here you see an overview of the settings of the virtual machine. Check if the settings are ok and click on 
“Finish” to create the virtual machine. 
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Now we see the newly created virtual machine, in this example "IACBOX VM", which is already booting. 
Click on the virtual machine and switch to the “Console” tab.  
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Here we already see the default installation of IACBOX. Type in "g" and press Enter. 
 

 
 
Now you can continue with the default installation of IACBOX.
